Welcome to the Monrovia Band Boosters!  As a parent volunteer organization, we provide mental, physical and financial support to the Monrovia Band Program.  Please review the following information and feel free to contact an officer if you have any questions.

MEETINGS

The Band Boosters meet on a monthly basis.  This is typically the first Thursday of each month in the High School Band Room.  E-mail reminders and meeting minutes are sent out, so be sure and provide the boosters with your contact information on the Booster Information Sheet.
LUCAS OIL STADIUM

The concession stand is our primary fundraiser for the band.  All parents* of students in the Bulldog Brigade are required to fulfill four (4) spots in the band booster concession stand at Lucas Oil Stadium.  The profit from these events benefit the entire organization and are the sole reason we can offer the opportunities for our students at such a low cost to the parents.  Please see the separate 2010-2011 Lucas Oil Stadium Event list for signups.

*Note:  A parent or other responsible adult on behalf of the parent may fulfill this commitment.  Students 16 years old and older may also fulfill their own requirements.

MARKET DAY
Each month the band participates in the MarketDay Fundraiser.  The best way to volunteer for this activity is to go online and place an order at www.marketday.com.  (Our group number for registering online is12594.)  You may also volunteer to sort the product that is ordered each month and prepare it for pickup by the customers. MARCHING SEASON
Several opportunities exist for volunteering during the marching band season.  Please contact a booster officer if you are interested in assisting with one of the following:
· Box Moms/Dads
Box Moms and Dads are the parents that help during marching season with the uniforms.  You and a partner would be in charge of one uniform box, with approximately 5-8 students reporting to the uniform box.  Prior to each contest, the box is loaded with the uniforms, and at each contest you help the students dress and put away their uniforms.  You and your partner will also be the leaders for two of our Lucas Oil Stadium events.  You will receive a contact list and will assist in staffing two of the events we have over the year.
This position might also require providing a meal or snacks for your box members on some contest days.  So, even if you are not the specific box parent, please check with the parent in charge of your student’s box and ask if you may assist them by sending in items for meals or snacks.  This type of help is greatly appreciated by all box parents!

· Breakfast Coordinators

During marching season, we have typically provided breakfast for the students on certain contest days that we have to leave the school earlier than others.  This would entail coordinating who will be bringing in what items for the breakfast.
· Prop Construction
Design/build/repair needed equipment and props for the marching show.

· Prop/Pit Crew

Supervise and assist students with truck loading and unloading.  Assist the marching band with equipment and props to get on and off the performance field.

· Truck Drivers

If you are a licensed CDL driver, and would be willing to drive the band’s equipment semi truck to and from a contest, please let a booster officer know, and you will be connected with the coordinator.

SWING INTO SPRING
This fundraising event is a held in early May.  It is a dinner dance, with the music provided by the Monrovia Jazz Band.  Adults are needed to help with planning, publicity, decorations, setup, food preparation, food service, seating guests, and cleanup.  Planning typically begins in January.
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
